Over break we had some weather that was more summer-like
than one expects for early April, but it was a good reminder of some important spring outdoor safety tips:

e [t’s tick season! Make sure all participants use appropriate insect spray and do tick checks before bed.
Other animals are also more active — be alert around rock and wood piles for snakes and other critters
sunning themselves.

e The sun is much stronger — right now the sun angle is about the same as it is in late August, even if
average temps are still moderate. Make sure outdoor activity participants wear sunscreen.

o Hydrate, hydrate, hydrate! Dehydration can sneak up on both adults and children.

e It’s thunderstorm and severe weather season. Always check the weather report before leaving for
outdoor activities, use a phone weather app with severe weather alerts, and have a shelter plan in case
storms roll in. If your Hazardous Weather training has expired, now’s the time to renew it.

Our April 13 Roundtable at St. Stephens UMC will feature an Outdoor Ethics presentation. It’s also the
last regular Roundtable for long-time Scouts BSA Asst. RT Commissioner and Asst. District Commissioner Rick
Priest, who will be retiring to North Carolina in May.

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GUIDE TO SAFE SCOUTING — YOUTH PROTECTION UPDATE

Adult Supervision

Two registered adult leaders 21 years of age or over are required at all Scouting activities,
including meetings. There must be a registered female adult leader 21 years of age or over in every
unit serving females. A registered female adult leader 21 years of age or over must be present for
any activity involving female youth. Notwithstanding the minimum leader requirements, age- and
program-appropriate supervision must always be provided.

All adults accompanying a Scouting unit who are present at the activity for 72 total hours or
more must be registered as leaders. The 72 hours need not be consecutive.

(Effective September 1, 2023) Two registered adult leaders 21 years of age or over are required
at all Scouting activities, including all meetings. There must be a registered female adult leader 21
years of age or over in every unit serving females. A registered female adult leader 21 years of age
or over must be present for any activity involving female youth or female adult program
participants.

Notwithstanding the minimum leader requirements, age and program-appropriate
supervision must always be provided.

All adults staying overnight in connection with a Scouting activity must be currently
registered in an adult fee required position as listed or as an adult program participant. Limited
exception below for Cub Scout overnight Programs.

See FAQ for list of adult fee-required positions. Registration as a Merit Badge Counselor does
not meet this requirement.

Cub Scout Programs — Overnight Exception: Cub Scout parents or legal guardians taking part in
an overnight Cub Scout program with their own child or legal ward are not required to register as leaders.
All adults must review the “How to Protect your Children from Child Abuse: A Parent’s Guide” that
can be found in the front of each Cub Scout Handbook. In addition, the parent or legal guardian must be
accompanied by a registered leader at any time they are with youth members other than their own
child/ward. All other overnight adults must be currently registered in an adult fee required position.
(End Effective September 1, 2023 Update)

Additionally, there is a lengthy FAQ about youth protection on the national website at
https://www.scouting.org/health-and-safety/yp-faqs/

It is recommended that unit leaders review this section if there are any questions about BSA's
youth protection requirements.

2. 1 will do my best to live up to the Scout Oath and Scout Law, obey all laws, and hold others in Scouting
accountable to those standards. | will exercise sound judgment and demonstrate good leadership and
use the Scouting program for its intended purpose consistent with the mission of the Boy Scouts of
America.

3. 1 will make the protection of youth a personal priority. | will complete and remain current with Youth
Protection training requirements. | will be familiar with and follow:
